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Harper's election call costing taxpayers $3.5 million

ISSUE:

As Prime Minister Stephen Harper breaks his own law on fixed election 
dates by calling a general federal election, he has also in the process 
nullified the four by-elections set for this month - costing taxpayers $3.5 
million.

REALITY:

Elections Canada has said that a federal by-election costs an average of 
$892,000 per riding.

With four by-elections already called for September in Guelph and Don 
Valley West in Ontario, and Saint-Lambert and Westmount-Ville-Marie in 
Quebec, that means taxpayers will be left with a $3.5-million bill.

Canadians demand honesty and integrity from their elected officials. 
Instead they get a Prime Minister who breaks his own law to avoid further 
parliamentary scrutiny into his scandal-prone government.

This decision by this untrustworthy Prime Minister shows that he has no 
concern for taxpayers' dollars.
